8. Description of the contract

The scope of Contractor’s work, according to Building permit No 4/13.01.2012, covers the following construction works elements: “Reconstruction and repair of sport playground”, Located: Building I, 133 sq. plan ZTSGCH, Burgas, /yard VSEEE “Konstantin Fotinov”/. Property ID: 07079.615.261 in KKKR of the city. Category: V-Grade Art. 10, & 1, item 6 of Ordinance No 1 for HBC (Works). 10. Eligibility and rules of origin

The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:

Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

the tenderer must be a firm or a natural person duly registered as per the national law and/or accordingly authorised to carry out the works specified under this contract;
the tenderer should present an appropriate statements from banks or evidence of professional risk indemnity insurance;
the tenderer (in case of a joint venture all member together) must have annual turnovers at the equivalence to EUR 265 000 in the last three years;
the tenderer shall have the annual net earnings in the past 3 years strictly positive;

the tenderer shall provide evidence of secured financing of not less than EUR      50 000 in form of cash at hand, secured irrevocable credit line granted by a reputable bank or other acceptable form of funds;

if the tenderer it is the sole tenderer it must have access to sufficient credit and other financial facilities to cover the required cash-flow for the duration of the contract. In any case, the amount of credit available must exceed the equivalent of EUR 50 000.

Technical and professional capacity of candidate:

the tenderer (in case of a joint venture all members of the joint venture together) must have successfully completed at least 1 (one) project of similar amount and complexity comparable to the works concerned by the tender over the last 3 years of the current tender of an aggregate amount of at least eur 265 000. The contracting authority reserves the right to ask for copies of the respective certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned
if he is a sole tenderer he must carry out at least 70% of the contract works by his own resources, which means that he must have the equipment, materials, human and financial resources necessary to enable him to carry out that percentage of the contract

if he is the lead member of a joint venture/consortium, he must have the ability to carry out at least 50% of the contract works by his own means, as defined in sub-clause 11;

if he is another partner of a joint venture/consortium (i.e. not the lead member) he must have the ability to carry out at least 10% of the contract works by his own means, as defined in sub-clause 11;

all his key personnel must have at least 1 year appropriate experience and proven qualifications relevant to works of a similar nature to this project

he must have the necessary technical capacity, i.e. machines, equipment, to prove that he can fulfil the works. if the tenderer hasn’t got the necessary equipment he has to declare that he will hire it.
